FIRST DAY FOR CANDIDATES TO FILE DECLARATIONS OF INTENTION
FOR THE 2007 CITY OF LOS ANGELES MUNICIPAL ELECTION

DECLARATION OF INTENTION FILING STARTS NOVEMBER 6, 2006
AND ENDS NOVEMBER 11, 2006

Filing for the 2007 City of Los Angeles Primary Nominating Election begins Monday,
November 6, 2006. This is the first day that potential candidates can file their Declaration of
Intention to Become a Candidate, the first step in the process of running for office in the
March 6, 2007 Primary Nominating Election. To appear on the March ballot, candidates for
the offices of Los Angeles City Council Districts 2, 4, 6, 8, 10, 12 and 14; Member of the
Board of Education of the Los Angeles Unified School District (LAUSD) 1, 3, 5 and 7,
Member of the Board of Trustees of the Los Angeles Community College District (LACCD)
for Seats 1, 3, 5 and 7 must file their Declaration of Intention to Become a Candidate.

In addition, candidates for City Council must file Statements of Economic Interests and
candidates for LAUSD will file Financial Statements with the City Ethics Commission.
LACCD candidates will file Financial Statements with the County of Los Angeles Registrar-
Recorder’s Office, Campaign Disclosure Section.

The Declaration of Intention to Become a Candidate must be filed at the Office of the City
Clerk — Election Division between Monday, November 6, 2006 starting at 8:00 a.m. and
Saturday, November 11, 2006 by 12:00 p.m. Although a City-observed holiday falls on
Friday of that week (Veteran’s Day), our office will be open for filing.
