LOS ANGELES (February 12, 2015) — City Clerk Holly L. Wolcott reminds voters that audio
recordings of the Official Sample Ballot (OSB), electronic versions of the OSB (also known as
the E-Sample Ballot), and multilingual voter assistance are now available for the March 3,
2015 Primary Nominating Election.

Voters may access their OSB in English and the 11 Federally and City-mandated languages:
Armenian, Chinese (Cantonese and Mandarin), Farsi, Hindi, Japanese, Korean, Russian,
Spanish,  Tagalog, Thai, and Vietnamese on the City Clerk's website,
http://clerk.lacity.org/elections/ under the “Multilingual Services” section and/or “Voters” tabs.

In addition, voters can sign up to receive the City’s OSB electronically. The Division has
partnered with the Los Angeles County Registrar-Recorder/County Clerk to allow OSBs to be
sent via email. The deadline to receive an OSB electronically for the March 3, 2015 Primary
Nominating Election has passed, but to receive an OSB electronically for the May 19, 2015
Municipal Election you must sign up online before March 31, 2015. Voters may sign up here:
