Possible Motion: In light of the pending litigation brought by the neighbors in opposition to
the project at 800 S. Lorraine Blvd., the GWNC renews its opposition to the project for the
reasons stated in its letter dated March 13, 2024, and urges the City of L.A., at every level, to
honor and enforce HPOZ standards, guidelines, and objectives.

Citywide Housing Element: The City Planning Department has released the third draft of
the Citywide Housing Element. This document includes revised guidelines and regulations
for the approval of affordable housing for 100% affordable housing projects, and through the
density bonus program, the transit oriented communities (TOC) program and for faith-based
organizations. Affordable housing projects are excluded from R-1 zones but allowed in
HPOZs (except R-1 HPOZs). A hearing was held on Thursday, September 26.

Possible Motion: The GWNC will file a CIS supporting the adoption of Draft #3 of the
Citywide Housing Element, which includes several programs that meet the City’s
state-mandated regional housing needs through increased residential density along
underutilized commercial corridors, as well as measures that provide safeguards for RSO
multiple family housing, historic resources, and residential neighborhoods. The CIS will also
include the GWNC’s opposition to the options described in Exhibit D, that upzone residential
areas, because these options are unnecessary and have been insufficiently considered, as
confirmed in the Planning Staff Recommendation Report dated September 26, 2024.

(E) (i) An eligible legislative body that provides a timed
public comment period for each agenda item shall not close the public comment period for the agenda item, or the
opportunity to register, pursuant to subparagraph (D), to provide public comment until that timed public comment period
has elapsed. (ii) An eligible legislative body that does not provide a timed public comment period, but takes public
comment separately on each agenda item, shall allow a reasonable amount of time per agenda item to allow public
members the opportunity to provide public comment, including time for members of the public to register pursuant to
subparagraph (D), or otherwise be recognized for the purpose of providing public Comment. (iii) An eligible legislative
body that provides a timed general public comment period that does not correspond to a specific agenda item shall not
close the public comment period or the opportunity to register, pursuant to subparagraph (D), until the timed general
public comment period has elapsed.
