Code. Northridge Student Apartments mixed-use project (CPC-2015-3702-GPA-VZC-SPR Staff
Report) is scheduled to begin excavation for the subterranean parking during the next week.

c. New Home Depot Store in North Hills Shopping Center - This project proposes to demolish the
easterly portion of the shopping center and replace it with a new 136,009 square foot store.  It is
located at 16830 Devonshire Street and is within the boundaries of the Granada Hills South NC
(GHSNC) (Balboa Boulevard is the dividing line between the two NCs in this area).  The Case
