Comments from the public on other matters not appearing on the agenda that are within the Board’s
jurisdiction will be heard during the General Public Comment period. Please note that under the Brown
Act, the Board is prevented from acting on a matter that you bring to its attention during the General
Public Comment period; however, the issue raised by a member of the public may become the subject of
a future Board meeting. Public comment is limited to TWO minutes per speaker, unless adjusted by the
presiding officer of the Board.

SB 411 Updates:
In the event of a disruption that prevents the eligible legislative body from broadcasting the meeting to
members of the public using the call-in option or internet-based service option, or in the event of a
disruption within the eligible legislative body’s control that prevents members of the public from offering
public comments using the call-in option or internet-based service option, the eligible legislative body
shall take no further action on items appearing on the meeting agenda until public access to the meeting
via the call-in option or internet-based service option is restored. Actions taken on agenda items during a
disruption that prevents the eligible legislative body from broadcasting the meeting may be challenged
pursuant to Section 54960.1.

(C) The eligible legislative body shall not require public comments to be submitted in advance of the
meeting and shall provide an opportunity for the public to address the legislative body and offer
comments in real time.

(D) Notwithstanding Section 54953.3, an individual desiring to provide public comment through the use of
an internet website, or other online platform, not under the control of the eligible legislative body, that
requires registration to log in to a teleconference may be required to register as required by the
third-party internet website or online platform to participate.

(E) (i) An eligible legislative body that provides a timed public comment period for each agenda item shall
not close the public comment period for the agenda item, or the opportunity to register, pursuant to
subparagraph (D), to provide public comment until that timed public comment period has elapsed.

(ii) An eligible legislative body that does not provide a timed public comment period, but takes public
comment separately on each agenda item, shall allow a reasonable amount of time per agenda item to
allow public members the opportunity to provide public comment, including time for members of the
public to register pursuant to subparagraph (D), or otherwise be recognized for the purpose of providing
public comment.

(iii) An eligible legislative body that provides a timed general public comment period that does not
correspond to a specific agenda item shall not close the public comment period or the opportunity to
register, pursuant to subparagraph (D), until the timed general public comment period has elapsed.

COMPANY NAME is pleased to support the City of Los Angeles, California’s grant application for
the Oro Vista Culvert Replacement at Big Tujunga Wash Southern Steelhead Passage Planning
Project, which is being submitted to the Department of Transportation Federal Highway
Administration’s FY 2023 National Culvert Removal, Replacement and Restoration (Culvert
Aquatic Organism Passage) Grant Program.

This planning project will explore alternatives for replacing the culvert at Oro Vista Avenue to
promote fish passage for the endangered southern steelhead species. This upstream location
currently presents a significant barrier to aquatic connectivity between the Pacific Ocean and
the southern steelhead’s upstream spawning habitat. In addition to concerns for aquatic
organism passage, local flood risk and the culvert’s declining structural integrity warrant
investigation into improving the infrastructure.

The Project will support NOAA’s Southern California Steelhead Recovery Plan that aims to
recover anadromous steelhead and ensure the long-term persistence of self-sustaining wild
populations of steelhead, and ultimately to remove the species from the Federal List of
Endangered and Threatened Wildlife. Southern steelhead runs have experienced sharp declines,
and they are now the rarest and most critically endangered steelhead population on the West
Coast.

HOW THE PROJECT WILL BENEFIT OR AFFECT YOUR ORGANIZATION
Identifying the best design solution for the culvert and conducting the necessary permitting and
planning will further the City’s progress towards project construction, which will benefit fish
passage, reduce flood risks and improve transportation access for the area’s communities. I urge
you to consider the City’s application to assist with funding this vital project.
