The Sylmar Neighborhood Council voted to SUPPORT this project at their September 
22nd, 2022 Board meeting.  The project involves the demolition of an existing 182,230 square 
foot of warehouse building and construction, use, and maintenance of two new warehouse 
buildings with a total of approximately 595,147 square feet including 15,742 square feet of 
ancillary office space. The proposed project will provide surface parking including 382 vehicle 
parking spaces, 95 dock doors, and 26 trailer stalls. An MND was issued in August 22 and is 
available for review.  The applicant does not currently have a tenant for the building, it was 
previously leased by a government contractor. 

 
This project is located in the heart of an industrial area of Sylmar along the 5 Freeway. It 

has good access to the 5 and 210 freeways and will bring a number of jobs to the area associated 
with warehousing/manufacturing including, office staff, equipment operators and truckers.  The 
new buildings are attractive, nicely landscaped with adequate parking, loading bays and featuring 
green building and energy improvements. The requested entitlements include, pursuant to 
LAMC Section 12.24 U.14, a Conditional Use Permit for Major Development Projects for a 
development project resulting in a construction of 250,000 square feet or more of warehouse 
floor area; and pursuant to LAMC Section 16.05, Site Plan Review for a development project 
resulting in an increase in 50,000 square feet or more of non-residential floor area. The project 
may also require additional approvals and permits, including but not limited to those for project 
construction activities such as excavation, shoring, grading (368,963 cubic yards), foundation, 
haul route approval, removal of street trees, and building and tenant improvements.

The subject property, consisting of four contiguous parcels on a gently sloping, irregular-

shaped, totaling approximately 1,216,764 square feet (27.93 acres) with a frontage of 
approximately 370 feet along Telfair Avenue and 158 feet along Roxford Street. Currently, the 
site is developed with a one-story industrial warehouse building which is subject to demolition 
with the implementation of the proposed project. 

 
The Community Plan designates the site for Limited Industrial land uses with the 

corresponding zones of M1 and MR1. The project site is zoned M1-1 and is thus consistent with 
the existing land use designation. The site is located within the Local Emergency Temporary 
Regulations -Time Limits and Parking Relief (ZI-2498), the Parcel/Tract Map Conditions 
Clearance (ZI-1022), the Freeway Adjacent Advisory Notice for Sensitive Uses (ZI-2427), and 
the State Enterprise Zone Los Angeles (ZI-2374). 

 
The Sylmar Planning and Land Use Committee held a number of public hearings for this 

project: February 9th, May 11th, and September 14, 2022.  At these meetings public comments 
related to traffic, building elevations, signage and access were discussed.  These were addressed 
by the development team.   

 
The City addressed concerns from the Fernandeno Tataviam Band of Mission Indians. 

The FTBMI recognizes the project area to be culturally significant and sensitive for tribal 
cultural resources. This is due to the extensive prehistoric-historic tribal use of the area and 
features associated with the San Fernando Mission. The letter included several tribal cultural 
resources mitigation measures. The City reviewed the suggested mitigation measures. The City 
emailed FTBMI a letter with City mitigation measure languages addressing the suggested 
mitigation measures by FTBMI. FTBMI responded to the suggested mitigation measures 
language is acceptable with a minor clarification to develop a Treatment and Disposition Plan 
once a significant resource is encountered. 

 
We appreciate your efforts to put forward a quality development and improve our 

community.  We wish to support and help ensure a successful development, construction phase, 
and business operation.  We look forward to realizing the potential employment opportunities for 
our residents.

Dear Committee Members, 
 
On behalf of Sylmar Neighborhood Council, I am writing to express our conditional 
support for LA Sanitation and Environment’s proposed Sylmar Channel Project for 
funding consideration by the Safe, Clean Water Program (SCWP). 
 
The Sylmar Channel is in desperate need of attention due to the lack of proper 
maintenance by the City of Los Angeles.  There are over grown trees and vegetation, 
trash and debris that has not seen upkeep in a number of years.  The neighbors along 
the channel have been dealing with these conditions for a number of years.  
 
We appreciate LA Sanitation and Environment’s public engagement on this project.  
The Council Office presented information to the Sylmar Planning and Land Use 
Committee at their June 8th, 2022 public meeting.  A number of residents and 
stakeholders spoke of their concerns regarding the plan.  The major concern is public 
access as it will invade the privacy of their back yards, invite homeless and others into 
the area as well as increase trash, maintenance and noise impacts to the channel and 
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hence their property.  The other concern is the disrepair of fencing along the drainage 
easement.  This lack of maintenance and non-existent fencing in some areas allows 
trespassers to access the Channel and set up camps and live creating health, fire and 
saftey issues. 
 
Sylmar supports elements of the plan to improve the conditions of the current channel 
allowing enhanced infiltration to increase ground water reserves, adding green elements 
to improve the air quality in the area and reduce the heat island effect as well as 
reducing localized flooding, and removing pollutants from the LA River.  We however, 
do not support PUBLIC ACCESS to the area.   
 
The Sylmar Neighborhood Council on behalf of the adjoining residents will only 
support this project on the condition that the public will not have access to the 
channel and the project includes fencing along both sides of the easement 
preventing public access.  Fencing will need to be coordinated with existing neighbors 
to the Channel.  As a Community we believe in the other goals of the Safe Clean Water 
Program as it would enhance our environment and improve current conditions.  
 
We appreciate the City of Los Angeles’ dedication to ensuring a safe, clean, and 
sustainable water future for all Angelenos.
