In accordance with Government Code Section 54953, subsections (e)(1) and (e)(3), and in light of the State of Emergency
proclaimed by the Governor on March 4, 2020 relating to COVID-19 and ongoing concerns that meeting in person would present
imminent risks to the health or safety of attendees and/or that the State of Emergency continues to directly impact the ability of
members to meet safely in person, the Board of Building and Safety’s October 12, 2021 commission meeting will be conducted
virtually via telephone and/or videoconferencing.

This section provides that a petitioner may seek judicial review of the Board’s decision pursuant to
California Code of Civil Procedure Section 1094.5, only if the petition for writ of mandate is filed and served no later than
the 90th day following the date on which the Board’s decision becomes final.
