Proof of a negative test requires a printed document, email, or text 
message displayed on a phone from a test provider or laboratory showing the results of a PCR 
or antigen Covid-19 test. 
Members of the public are invited to address the Board of Fire Commissioners on any item on 
the agenda and on any matter within the subject matter jurisdiction of the Board during the public 
comment section. To address the Board, complete a Speaker Card and submit it to the Board 
Secretary prior to commencement of the public meeting. The cards are available in the Fire 
Commission Meeting Room. 
All public comment will be heard at the beginning of the meeting and will be limited to one (1) 
minute per agenda item, up to two (2) minutes total. At the request of the speaker, the speaker 
will be afforded an additional (1) minute for general public comment, for a maximum of three (3) 
minutes per speaker.  Time cannot be ceded to another speaker, and an individual may speak 
only once during the public comment period. 
  
Only those who are in the queue when the chair begins the public comment period will be allowed 
to speak. The chair may manage the meeting and the public comment time allotted in 
consultation with the City Attorney.

Any item 
may be moved to the Regular Agenda for discussion at the request of a Board member or if a 
member of the general public submits a request to speak on the subject matter. 

 
DISPOSITION OF ITEMS - Actions of the Board shall become final at the expiration of the next 
five (5) meeting days of the City Council during which the Council has convened in regular 
session, unless the Council acts within that time by two-thirds vote to bring the action before it 
or to waive review of the action.
